your Electro-Dot (E/D) sight is powered by one 3V lithium battery {€R2032 or equivalent). Should your reticle grow dim or not light,
you will need to replace the battery. To install battery, unscrew battery cover and insert new battery +side up, and replace the cover.

M ouvTve:

Your E/D sight includes an integrated rail that fits standard, dovetailed bases. This Is suitable for most applications. Because of.unlimit~
ed eye-relief with the' E/D sight, you should provide at least three inches of clearance between the end of LED & Mirror housing and
your eye when shooting. Set the rail onto the base so that the rail claw align with the crosscut grooves. Work the claw into the base until

the cross-bolt seats into the groove. Securely tighten thexlocking. screw with-a Allen wrench included in the E/D sight,
